Upon the Tax Collector’s request and per the “Contract for Collection of Special Assessments” between 
the Auditor-Controller and the School/Special Districts, this email is to inform you that Special 
Assessment Charges have been removed from the delinquent Secured property tax rolls due to the 
parcels being owned by a government agency or having insufficient assessed value to secure a tax lien. 
 
The 2018/19 assessments on these parcels have gone unpaid and have been removed from the tax roll 
in accordance with the “Contract for Collection of Special Assessments” signed by the School/Special 
Districts and County that states in clause 5(e): 
 

That special assessments will not be permitted to be placed on the 
secured tax bills of government owned parcels and other parcels 
without sufficient assessed values. If such special assessments are 
discovered by COUNTY to be levied by PUBLIC AGENCY, PUBLIC 
AGENCY gives the Auditor-Controller the authority to remove the 
special assessment and relieve COUNTY from any further responsibility 
of collection making PUBLIC AGENCY solely responsible for its 
collection. Should this situation occur the Auditor-Controller will 
promptly notify the PUBLIC AGENCY. 

 
Since these parcels, listed below, do not have sufficient assessed value to secure a tax lien, the Auditor’s 
Office has invoked this authority and further asks School/Special Districts not to place any future Special 
Assessments on these parcels until which time they are assigned a value.  If appropriate the 
School/Special District may choose to direct bill these charges to the property owner.

West Nile Virus Dead Bird Submissions  
There were two calls to the Dead Bird Hotline for Santa Barbara County but neither bird was deemed suitable for 

testing. Results were negative for a dead crow found in Los Alamos in late June. No other West Nile virus activity 

was detected in the county. There have been 2 reported cases of human WNV infection in California this year (one 

each in Imperial and San Bernardino Counties) as of July 26.  

 

St. Louis Encephalitis Virus Activity  
As of July 31, the California Department of Public Health (CDPH) has not reported any human cases of SLEV 

disease in California this year but 45 positive mosquito pools were reported from Fresno, Kern, Riverside and Tulare 

counties. SLEV activity has never been confirmed in Santa Barbara County.  
 

Zika Virus and Invasive Aedes Mosquito Update  
The California Department of Public Health releases their Zika reports on the first Friday of the month. As of July 5, 

there have been 724 travel-associated Zika virus infections in California since 2015. Two new infections were 

reported in June. Neither yellow fever mosquitoes, Aedes aegypti, nor Asian tiger mosquitoes, Ae. albopictus, have 

ever been detected in Santa Barbara County, to date.  

 

Sentinel Chicken Flocks  

The District currently maintains 5 sentinel chicken flocks in Santa Barbara County located at the Carpinteria 

Sanitary District, Goleta Sanitary District, Mission Hills Community Services District, Los Prietos Ranger 

Station in the Los Padres National Forest and the Solvang City Wastewater Treatment Plant. Blood samples 

collected on 7/9, 7/10, 7/22, and 7/23 all tested negative for the presence of WNV, SLEV and Western Equine 

Encephalitis virus.  
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Chiggers, Trombicula and related species 

 

Chiggers are the parasitic larval stage of mites called Trombiculids. Adult and nymphal stage mites are not 

parasitic. Chiggers feed on a variety of small animals but we are not natural hosts so human infestations are 

accidental. Chiggers do not feed on blood or burrow into the skin of their hosts. Instead, they insert their 

mouthparts into the host’s skin and enjoy a meal of skin cells partially digested by their saliva. The opening of 

hair follicles is a preferred feeding site. The bites and saliva cause an allergic reaction with small, irritating 

welts with intense burning and itching. On humans, bites usually occur on the legs and where clothing binds 

tightly to the body such as around the sock line, waist and underarms. Prime chigger habitats are areas where 

rodents are abundant with scrub vegetation, brush thickets, grassy areas, and along the margins of swamps. 

Prevention includes wearing long pants tucked into the socks, using repellents, and not walking through 

vegetation.
