7. OLD BUSINESS

E. Consider approving the agreement to open an OPEB Trust Fund with Public Agency
Retirement Services (PARS), consider the approval of Resolution 20-5 adopting the
Mosquito and Vector Management District of Santa Barbara County’s Post-Employment
Benefits Trust to be administered by PARS
-Resolution was reviewed by Rick Battles as well as Sherry Boutwell. Some changes were
suggested and are currently under review by PARS. Board discussed whether the cyber
security policies of PARS and discussed the addition of a clause specifying that, in the event
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of a data breach, the District would be notified by PARS. Investment strategy options were
discussed and it was the consensus of the Board that a Level 3 (moderate risk level) strategy
is prudent. PARS representative will attend the January Board meeting to continue
discussion of the agreement.

-1t was moved by Trustee Schlottmann and seconded by Trustee Williams to approve the
Items of General Consent following discussion. Carrie Troup provided an analysis of the
financial statements. Motion to approve Items of General Consent passed 7-0-0 by roll call
vote, with Trustee Blair absent.

7. OLD BUSINESS

A. Accounts receivable contracts' status (5909 Misc. Revenue)
-Approximately $50,000 of the budgeted $110,000 in revenues have been invoiced. Billing
for the October through December quarter will occur in January. SoCalGas has proposed
a method of payment using a “Purchasing Card” and will provide more information about
this in the coming month.

B. Status of invasive Aedes mosquitoes in Santa Barbara County
-Vector Technician Schultz continues to employ a variety of trapping methods for Aedes
aegypti. A reporter for a news production created by Trustee Jory visited the office and
interviewed GM Cabrera for an upcoming edition of their program. GM Cabrera was also
interviewed for a series of science videos to be shown to elementary age children.

C. Update on Building Inspection.
-Staff was informed that the cracks in the building are cosmetic and do not pose any
danger. Expansion and contraction of the underlying soil is responsible and a new gutter
system would lessen the impact of the soil processes which have caused the damage. Bids
have been received and a company has been selected to perform the work.

D. COVID-19 update
-Staff has been working split/staggered schedules and performing work at home when
possible. Webinars and educational materials are available for staff to access offsite. The
MVCAC Annual Meeting will be held online and District Board meetings will continue to
be held via Zoom.

Motion passed 7-0-0 by roll call vote
with Trustee Blair absent.

B. Discuss supplementary bonuses for staff.
-Board discussed whether there is a means by which the District can waive the use of
vacation and sick leave for staff and provide administrative leave when their absence from
the office results from altered office policies due to COVID-19. GM Cabrera will consult
legal counsel, the District personnel policy, and other special districts regarding this issue.
A resolution will be brought to the Board.

C. Discuss ending of MOU between City Employees Assocation and the District on 6/30/21
and begin formulating a plan for negotiating a new MOU
-Current MOU expires 6/30/2021. Board discussed what elements of the current agreement
may need to be re-worked, such as the fact that new positions have been created since the
current MOU was written. Trustee Geyer inquired whether the Board needs to appoint a
negotiator and staff will consult legal counsel on that question.

MANAGER’S REPORT

-There were many webinars to view and meetings to attend in November. A professor from
UCSB will be giving staff a presentation on vernal pools on December 17th and Board
members are welcome to view as well.

BOARD ANNOUNCEMENTS

-The Board and staff thanked President Hurd and Trustee DeDominic for their dedicated
service to the District over the years and wished them luck in their future endeavors.

-Trustee Jory announced that GM Cabrera will be presenting to the Santa Barbara City
Council on January 12th regarding the detection of Aedes aegypti.

West Nile Virus Activity

No mosquito pools from the area were tested for West Nile virus, St. Louis encephalitis virus, or Western
equine encephalitis virus last month. Three dead wild birds were reported, two were tested, and both tested
negative.

California reported about 35% of the total human West Nile virus infections in the United States in 2020 (197
of 557). There were seven fatalities. In December in California, only five birds tested positive for WNV,
bringing the 2020 total to 343. No new positive mosquito pools were reported.

Sentinel Chicken Flocks

The District currently maintains four sentinel chicken flocks in Santa Barbara County located at the Goleta
Sanitary District, Mission Hills Community Services District, the Solvang City Wastewater Treatment Plant, and
the U.S. Forest Service Fire Station in Carpinteria. Blood samples were collected from these chickens during the
week of December 7, and all tested negative for the presence of WNV, SLEV, and WEE. From November to
March, chickens are tested only once every four weeks. One sentinel chicken in neighboring Ventura County
tested positive for WNV in December, which was the only WNV activity in the county in 2020.

St. Louis Encephalitis Virus Activity

No SLEV activity was detected in Santa Barbara County in 2020. Five human SLEV infections were reported
for the year from Fresno, Madera, Stanislaus, and San Joaquin Counties. In 2020, 510 positive mosquito pools
were reported from nine counties.

The District has documented 33 Aedes aegypti mosquitoes from nine addresses. December 28" brought about 2
inches of rain, so we can expect eggs laid in backyard containers to hatch if residents have not heeded our
warnings. There are about 115 parcels in the North Hope Avenue area and about 190 in the Chino Street area

within 150 meters of collection sites.

There were no Zika virus infections reported in California in December. Invasive Aedes are present in the
following 22 counties: Los Angeles, Orange, San Diego, Riverside, San Bernardino, Butte, Imperial, Kern,
Kings, Fresno, Madera, Merced, San Joaquin, Placer, Sacramento, Santa Barbara, Shasta, Sutter, Stanislaus,

Tulare, Ventura, and Yolo.

Aedes washinoi larvae develop in wetlands and vernal pools that are flooded by winter rain.
There is typically one generation per year (this is referred to as a univoltine species). Eggs are
laid on moist soil or vegetation as water dries-up in late spring/early summer. Eggs hatch the
following winter when rain accumulates. Metamorphosis from the larval stage to the adult stage
takes about 30 days. Adult females, staying within one half mile of their larval sources, are
aggressive day-biters that will readily feed on humans. One strategy that the District uses
against this mosquito is “pre-treatment.” Some larvicides can be placed in historically
mosquito-prone habitats before winter rains occur. About 60 acres are pre-treated in Santa
Barbara County each autumn. Treatment is notably easier while the habitats are dry; pre-
treatment also prevents technicians from being overwhelmed with work in the thirty days after
habitat flooding. Aedes washinoi, named after Californian entomologist Dr. Robert Washino, is
not known to be a vector of any pathogen.

A RESOLUTION OF THE BOARD OF TRUSTEES OF THE MOSQUITO AND VECTOR MANAGEMENT
DISTRICT OF SANTA BARBARA COUNTY ADOPTING PUBLIC AGENCIES POST-EMPLOYMENT BENEFITS
TRUST ADMINISTERED BY PUBLIC AGENCY RETIREMENT SERVICES (PARS)

WHEREAS: Phase Il Systems, a California corporation doing business as Public Agency Retirement
Services and PARS (“PARS”) has made available the PARS Public Agencies Post-Employment Benefits Trust
(the “Program”) for the purpose of pre-funding pension obligations and/or other post-employment benefits (OPEB)
obligations; and

WHEREAS: The Mosquito and Vector Management District of Santa Barbara County (“District”) is eligible
to participate in the Program, which is a tax-exempt trust performing an essential governmental function within the
meaning of Section 115 of the Internal Revenue Code, as amended, and the Regulations issued there under, and
is a tax-exempt trust under the relevant statutory provisions of the State of California; and

WHEREAS: The District’s adoption and operation of the Program has no effect on any current or former
employee’s entitlement to post-employment benefits; and

WHEREAS: The terms and conditions of post-employment benefit entittement, if any, are governed by
contracts separate from and independent of the Program; and

WHEREAS: The District’s funding of the Program does not, and is not intended to, create any new vested
right to any benefit nor strengthen any existing vested right; and

WHEREAS: The District reserves the right to make contributions, if any, to the Program.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Mosquito and Vector Management District of Santa Barbara
County that:

1. The Board of Trustees hereby adopts the PARS Public Agencies Post-Employment Benefits Trust,
effective ; and

2. The Board hereby appoints the General Manager, or his/her successor or his/her designee, as the
District’s Plan Administrator for the Program; and

3. The District’'s Plan Administrator is hereby authorized to execute the PARS legal and administrative
documents on behalf of the District and to take whatever additional actions are necessary to maintain
the District’s participation in the Program and to maintain compliance of any relevant regulation issued
or as may be issued; therefore, authorizing him/her to take whatever additional actions are required to
administer the District's Program.

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AGREEMENT FOR ADMINISTRATIVE SERVICES

This agreement (“Agreement”) is made this day of , 2021, between
Phase Il Systems, a corporation organized and existing under the laws of the State of
California, doing business as Public Agency Retirement Services and PARS (hereinafter
“PARS”) and the Mosquito and Vector Management District of Santa Barbara County
(“Agency™).

WHEREAS, the Agency has adopted the PARS Public Agencies Post-Employment Benefits
Trust for the purpose of pre-funding pension obligations and/or Other Post-Employment
Benefits (“OPEB”) obligations (“Plan”) and is desirous of retaining PARS as Trust
Administrator to the Trust, to provide administrative services.

NOW THEREFORE, the parties agree:

1. Services. PARS will provide the services pertaining to the Plan as described in the
exhibit attached hereto as “Exhibit 1A” (“Services™) in a timely manner, subject to the
further provisions of this Agreement.

2. Fees for Services. PARS will be compensated for performance of the Services as
described in the exhibit attached hereto as “Exhibit 1B”.

3. Payment Terms. Payment for the Services will be remitted directly from Plan assets
unless the Agency chooses to make payment directly to PARS. In the event that the
Agency chooses to make payment directly to PARS, it shall be the responsibility of the
Agency to remit payment directly to PARS based upon an invoice prepared by PARS and
delivered to the Agency. If payment is not received by PARS within thirty (30) days of
the invoice delivery date, the balance due shall bear interest at the rate of 1.5% per
month. If payment is not received from the Agency within sixty (60) days of the invoice
delivery date, payment plus accrued interest will be remitted directly from Plan assets,
unless PARS has previously received written communication disputing the subject
invoice that is signed by a duly authorized representative of the Agency.

4. Fees for Services Beyond Scope. Fees for services beyond those specified in this
Agreement will be billed to the Agency at the rates indicated in the PARS’ standard fee
schedule in effect at the time the services are provided and shall be payable as described
in Section 3 of this Agreement. Before any such services are performed, PARS will
provide the Agency with a detailed description of the services, terms, and applicable rates
for such services. Such services, terms, and applicable rates shall be agreed upon in
writing and executed by both parties.

5. Information Furnished to PARS. PARS will provide the Services contingent upon the
Agency providing PARS the information specified in the exhibit attached hereto as
“Exhibit 1C” (“Data”). It shall be the responsibility of the Agency to certify, to the best
of its knowledge, the accuracy, content and completeness of the Data so that PARS may
reasonably rely on such information without further audit. It shall further be the
responsibility of the Agency to deliver the Data to PARS in a format and within a time
period requested by PARS in writing or if PARS provides no written request, in a
reasonable format and amount of time for the Services to be performed. Unless specified
in Exhibit 1A, PARS shall be under no duty to question Data received from the Agency,
to compute contributions made to the Plan, to determine or inquire whether contributions
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10.

are adequate to meet and discharge liabilities under the Plan, or to determine or inquire
whether contributions made to the Plan are in compliance with the Plan or applicable law.
In addition, PARS shall not be liable for nonperformance of Services to the extent such
nonperformance is solely caused by or results from erroneous and/or late delivery of Data
from the Agency. In the event that the Agency fails to provide Data in a complete,
accurate and timely manner and pursuant to the specifications in Exhibit 1C, PARS
reserves the right, notwithstanding the further provisions of this Agreement, to terminate
this Agreement upon no less than ninety (90) days written notice to the Agency.

Data Security. PARS shall implement and maintain, reasonable security procedures
appropriate to the nature of the Personal Information to protect the Personal Information
from unauthorized access, destruction, use, modification, or disclosure. For purposes of
this Agreement, Personal Information shall mean information received by PARS from
Agency that identifies, relates to or describes an individual entitled to receive benefits
from Agency. PARS shall notify Agency without undue delay, and at the latest within
three (3) business days after confirmation that Personal Information has been accessed or
acquired by an unauthorized person which compromises the security, confidentiality, or
integrity of the Personal Information and which requires notification to affected
individuals under applicable state or federal law (“Data Breach”). PARS shall take action
to contain such Data Breach and mitigate potential risks to affected individuals, including
without limitation conducting an investigation, adopting steps to remediate and restoring
the security of Personal Information it holds. PARS shall reasonably cooperate with
Agency to provide notification to affected individuals as required by applicable law.

Records. Throughout the duration of this Agreement, and for a period of five (5) years
after termination of this Agreement, PARS shall provide duly authorized representatives
of Agency access to all records and material relating to calculation of PARS’ fees under
this Agreement. Such access shall include the right to inspect, audit and reproduce such
records and material and to verify reports furnished in compliance with the provisions of
this Agreement. All information so obtained shall be accorded confidential treatment as
provided under applicable law.

Confidentiality. Without the Agency’s consent, PARS shall not disclose any information
relating to the Plan except to duly authorized officials of the Agency, subject to
applicable law, and to parties retained by PARS to perform specific services within this
Agreement. The Agency shall not disclose any information relating to the Plan to
individuals not employed by the Agency without the prior written consent of PARS,
except as such disclosures may be required by applicable law.

Independent Contractor. PARS is and at all times hereunder shall be an independent
contractor. As such, neither the Agency nor any of its officers, employees or agents shall
have the power to control the conduct of PARS, its officers, employees or agents, except
as specifically set forth and provided for herein. PARS shall pay all wages, salaries and
other amounts due its employees in connection with this Agreement and shall be
responsible for all reports and obligations respecting them, such as social security,
income tax withholding, unemployment compensation, workers’ compensation and
similar matters.

Indemnification. PARS and Agency hereby indemnify each other and hold the other
harmless, including their respective officers, directors, and employees, from and against

any third party suit or claim, loss, demand, liability, or expense, including reasonable
attorneys’ fees and costs, incurred by the other arising out of or related to PARS’ or
Agency’s, as the case may be, (1) negligent acts, errors or omissions with respect to the
performance of their respective duties hereunder, (2) a Data Breach except to the extent
caused by the party seeking indemnification, (3) other breach of this Agreement, or (4)
violation of law.

Compliance with Applicable Law. The Agency shall observe and comply with federal,
state and local laws in effect when this Agreement is executed, or which may come into
effect during the term of this Agreement, regarding the administration of the Plan.
PARS shall observe and comply with federal, state, and local laws in effect when this
Agreement is executed, or which may come into effect during the term of this
Agreement, regarding Plan administrative services provided under this Agreement.

Applicable Law. This Agreement shall be governed by and construed in accordance
with the laws of the State of California. In the event any party institutes legal
proceedings to enforce or interpret this Agreement, jurisdiction shall be in any state court
of competent jurisdiction, and venue shall be in Santa Barbara County.

Force Majeure. When a party’s nonperformance hereunder was beyond the control and
not due to the fault of the party not performing, a party shall be excused from performing
its obligations under this Agreement during the time and to the extent that its
performance is prevented by such cause. Such cause shall include, but not be limited to:
any incidence of fire, flood, acts of God or unanticipated communicable disease, acts of
terrorism or war commandeering of material, products, plants or facilities by the federal,
state or local government, a material act or omission by the other party or any law,
ordinance, rule, guidance or recommendation by the federal, state or local government, or
any agency thereof, which becomes effective after the date of this Agreement that delays
or renders impractical either party’s performance under the Agreement.

Ownership of Reports and Documents. The originals of all letters, documents, reports,
and data produced for the purposes of this Agreement shall be delivered to and become
the property of the Agency. Copies may be made for PARS but shall not be furnished to
others without written authorization from Agency.

Designees. The Plan Administrator of the Agency, or their designee, shall have the
authority to act for and exercise any of the rights of the Agency as set forth in this
Agreement, subsequent to and in accordance with the written authority granted by the
Governing Body of the Agency, a copy of which writing shall be delivered to PARS.
Any officer of PARS, or his or her designees, shall have the authority to act for and
exercise any of the rights of PARS as set forth in this Agreement.

Notices. All notices hereunder and communications regarding the interpretation of the
terms of this Agreement, or changes thereto, shall be effected by delivery of the notices
in person or by depositing the notices in the U.S. mail, registered or certified mail, return
receipt requested, postage prepaid and addressed as follows:

Notices shall be deemed given on the date received by the addressee.

Term of Agreement. This Agreement shall remain in effect for the period beginning
January 14, 2021 and ending January 13, 2024 (“Term”). This Agreement may be
terminated at any time by giving thirty (30) days written notice to the other party of the
intent to terminate. Absent a thirty (30) day written notice to the other party of the intent
to terminate, this Agreement will continue unchanged for successive twelve-month
periods following the Term.

Amendment. This Agreement may not be amended orally, but only by a written
instrument executed by the parties hereto.

Entire Agreement.  This Agreement, including exhibits, contains the entire
understanding of the parties with respect to the subject matter set forth in this Agreement.
In the event a conflict arises between the parties with respect to any term, condition or
provision of this Agreement, the remaining terms, conditions, and provisions shall remain
in full force and legal effect. No waiver of any term or condition of this Agreement by
any party shall be construed by the other as a continuing waiver of such term or
condition.

Attorneys Fees. In the event any litigation is filed by a party hereto to enforce the terms
of this Agreement, the prevailing party herein shall be entitled to receive its reasonable
attorney’s fees.

Counterparts. This Agreement may be executed in any number of counterparts, and in
that event, each counterpart shall be deemed a complete original and be enforceable
without reference to any other counterpart.

Headings. Headings in this Agreement are for convenience only and shall not be used to
interpret or construe its provisions.

SERVICES

PARS will provide the following services for the Mosquito and Vector Management District
of Santa Barbara County Public Agencies Post-Employment Benefits Trust:

1. Plan Installation Services:

(C) Providing the documentation needed to establish the Plan to be reviewed and
approved by Agency legal counsel. Resulting final Plan documentation must be
approved by the Agency prior to the commencement of PARS Plan Administration
Services outlined in Exhibit 1A, paragraph 2 below.

2. Plan Administration Services:

(A) Monitoring the receipt of Plan contributions made by the Agency to the trustee of the
PARS Public Agencies Post-Employment Benefits Trust (“Trustee”), based upon
information received from the Agency and the Trustee;

(B) Performing periodic accounting of Plan assets, reimbursements/distributions, and
investment activity, based upon information received from the Agency and/or
Trustee;

(C) Coordinating the processing of distribution payments pursuant to authorized direction
by the Agency, and the provisions of the Plan, and, to the extent possible, based upon
Agency-provided Data;

(D) Coordinating actions with the Trustee as directed by the Plan Administrator within
the scope of this Agreement;

(E) Preparing and submitting a monthly report of Plan activity to the Agency, unless
directed by the Agency otherwise;

(F) Preparing and submitting an annual report of Plan activity to the Agency;

(G) Facilitating actuarial valuation updates and funding modifications for compliance
with GASB 45/75, if prefunding OPEB obligations;

(H) Coordinating periodic audits of the Trust;
(I) Monitoring Plan and Trust compliance with federal and state laws.
